ARTICULATION AGREEMENT

Letter of Agreement
Between
Washington State University
and
Spokane Falls Community College

This document states the conditions under which Washington State University (WSU) will accept
credits earned by students attending the undersigned Spokane Falls Community College (SFCC)
toward the attainment of a Bachelor’s Degree in Fine Arts.

1.

Spokane Falls Community College and Washington State University share a common
goal. Both institutions strive to ensure the smooth transition of students transferring
from SFCC to WSU, including those wishing to attend the Department of Fine Arts.
The information provided in this document is intended to provide a framework that
will eliminate the duplication of coursework and to ensure a more efficient path
toward graduation.

Spokane Falls Community College students, upon transfer, must have completed an
Associate in Fine Arts degree, a minimum of 90-quarter hours of study, including 55-
quarter hours from an approved list of art courses. Fine Arts core course
equivalencies are defined below.

Students must have a minimum of a 2.0 cumulative grade point average on all
transferable coursework.

SFCC students who have completed the Associate in Fine Arts degree including the
courses listed in 2. a-k above, will be granted certification status for the BA in Fine
Arts track upon entrance to WSU. Certification status enables students to take upper
division (300-400 level) art courses.

In addition to the coursework in Fine Arts, transfer students will be required to
complete all appropriate university General Education core courses including those
required by the College of Liberal Arts. Please note that the College of Liberal Arts
requires extra Science and Humanities coursework as well as a foreign language
requirement (see the current WSU catalog for further details). It is anticipated that all
