STATE-SUPPORT CREDIT AND NONCREDIT CLASSES
(asterisked classes only)

Students who withdraw from college in accordance with withdrawal
regulations may apply for refunds according to the following schedule:

. 100% refund for classes canceled by the college.

. 100% refund for withdrawal on or before Friday, September 26, 2008.
. 50% refund for withdrawal Monday, Oct 13, 2008.

. No refund is granted after Monday, Oct 13, 2008.

. The last day to withdraw is Monday, November 10, 2008.

. Student’s letter requesting withdrawal must be postmarked no later than
November 10, 2008.

. When a student withdraws from all classes at the college, and wishes
to enroll in a future quarter, an application update form must be filled in
and returned to the college’s Admissions Office to secure an appointment
for registration.

. Refund and withdrawal dates for classes which do not follow the
regular college calendar are based on a proportionate relationship to
the length of a standard quarter. A list of these classes is available in the
registration area.
